Color and Markings Notes:

For all aireraf, the upper surfices were to be painted Dark Green and Dark Earth, and the Dulont paints used were
fairly close 1o the specified RAF colors. [n some cases the Brown color used had a slightly more Yellow hue to it
that the RAF color, something ihat became more evident when fading ocourred inthe field as shown in several color
plates in the reference book. The DuPoent paints used were 71-065 (Dark Brown) and 71-013 (Dark Green).

Undersurface: .8, 16473 Aircraft Gray - Unless noted wheel hubs were 71-065

Ag the Chinese Blue paint that was used lor the national insignia faded rapidly, we have included roundels in two
shades of Blue. The Dark Blue represents fresh/unfaded paint, and the lighter shade is intended o show the faded
version. We recommend using the Durk Blue for the lower wings a5 these would not have faded, and either for the
top depending on how recent 2 paint job you wish your aircrafl to represent, In some cases airerafi would have a
fresh roundel repainted on one top wing, with the other wing retaining 15 faded one resuling i o very unique
apfrearance.
