" Origin and development: The BA 34 cannon was designed by the French company Hotchkiss in the
late 1920s and entered service iz 1934. It was designed as an anti-tank weapon to provide the
¥rench army with a defense against enemy tanks.

Eeatu:eg. The BA 34 gun had a calibre of 25 mm and used armour-piercing projectiles te penetrate
enemy tanks. k had an effective range of around 1,000 meters and a rate of fire of around 15

rounds per minute. The gun: was usually mounted on a two-wheeled carriage for greater mobility on
the battlefield.

In service:  During the SBecond World War, around 4,500 SA 34 guns were in service of the Fz'ench
army during the campaign of France in 1940.

About 200 guns were given to the British in exchange for Boys anii-tank rifles.

Alhough the SA 34 gun was capable of piercing any German armor up to 800 meters, it prcrved rela—
tively ineffective against more modern German tanks, such as the Panzer III and Panzer IV, whase
armor was too thick to be penetrated effectively by the SA 34 gun at normal combat distances.

After the fall of France in 1940, many SA 34 guns feli inte the hands of German forces, who uged
them in certain garrisons and for coastal defenses under the 2.5 em PaK 112(f) designation.
